· The event is being swum under ASA Law and ASA Technical Rules and in accordance with the promoter’s conditions.
· Age groups are 9 years, 10&11, 12&13, 14 years and over. 
· Ages at the midnight November 9th, 2008

· The Referee’s decision shall be final.
· 200m & 50m – All 4 strokes, heat declared winner.
· The competition pool length is 25m, and is 6 lanes in width, with anti-turbulence lane ropes. (Please Note: The depth of the water under the starting blocks is 0.9m and the blocks are 0.5m from the level of the water)
· The event will be run as a cardless gala and withdrawals must be made for any events that are not going to be swum on the appropriate form, prior to the start of the session warm up.

· Awards will be given in the above age groups placed 1st to 6th for all events.

· Points will be awarded according to final placings in each event, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1 for 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th and an award will be presented to the Club with the most points.

· Entry fee is £4.00 for each event.  All cheques to be made payable to Borough of Southend Swimming Club, with a single cheque from each club being accepted.
· All entries MUST be submitted electronically and emailed to willbrogan@hotmail.com
· E-mailed entries will be accepted provided the entries fees are received within 5 days of the electronic entry.

· Phoenix entries close on 12th Sept 2008.
· In order to assist with the smooth running of the meet, entries may be restricted; any entry not accepted will be refunded in full. No other monies will be refunded. 

· Please note entries will be accepted on a first come, first serve basis. 

· All swimmers must be members of a club affiliated to the A.S.A.
· All meet participants and spectators must observe all safety precautions in operation at Blackshots Swimming Pool and follow the instructions of pool staff.

· Swimmers must not go up to the balcony without first drying off and putting on footwear and clothing before leaving the poolside.

· Competitors are advised not to leave their belongings unattended and to ensure that all valuables are placed in a locked locker (a returnable 50p coin).  Neither Borough of Southend Swimming & Training Club nor Blackshots Swimming Pool can accept responsibility for any property that may be lost or stolen.
· Warm up 8.30 am and 1.00 pm.  These times may be subject to slight adjustment, but we will endeavour to finalise the times as soon as possible, and notify you accordingly. 
· Coach passes are available in advance for £10.00 per person.  This entitles the holder to a programme, food between sessions and emailed/posted results.  Passes should be worn at all times when poolside.  Please note that ONLY those persons wearing a pool pass are authorised to be poolside during the gala.

· Coaches are responsible for swimmers during the warm up, and should supervise any of their swimmers at all times whilst on poolside.  The instructions of the Officials and others in authority must be obeyed immediately.

· Competitors should report to the whipping area two races prior to their event (or 10 minutes before the start of the session if swimming in first two events).  Coaches must ensure swimmers remain quiet for the start of each race especially whilst waiting in the stewarding area.

· All heats will be over the top starts (apart from backstroke).

· Coaches should ensure that all litter is cleared from your team area after each session.

· Anything not covered by the above will be at the discretion of Borough of Southend Swimming Club, who reserve the right to amend the rules, without notice, if considered necessary for the smooth running and discipline of the event. 

· All competing Club are required to bring at least one qualified Timekeeper and Judge.
ASA CHILD PROTECTION POLICY
