Phoenix Swimming Club – Code of Conduct
This Code of Conduct applies to all members of the Phoenix Swimming Club and  while the emphasis is on the Squad training sessions, the word ‘training’ and ‘Coach’ is equally represented by ‘swimming lesson’ and ‘Teacher’ in each instance. The document applies to each member of the Club who is required as part of their membership to comply with the contents, and acknowledge this by completing the return slip at the foot of this document.

Training

1. All swimmers are expected to arrive promptly for each training session and be ready to swim at the appropriate start time, as warm-up is of vital importance in avoiding muscle-strain and injury. Persistent late arrival by squad members may result in a review of their place within the squad. Any swimmer wishing to leave the session early must inform the Coach at the beginning of the session.                                                                                                    

2. Swimmers are expected to meet the minimum attendance requirements and performance standards for their allotted squad, failure to do so may result in being moved to a more suitable squad.
3. Deliberate and/or persistent disruption of the training session will result in immediate expulsion. A review of the swimmer’s actions will be made and following an investigation their squad place may be affected or they may be expelled from training for a set period. Any swimmer who continuously fails to complete the set tasks will be expelled from the session and have their squad place reviewed.

4. The Coach will on occasions wish to videotape the squad swimmers during training-for assessment purposes. Please note that only those Club personnel having been police checked and verified by the Criminal Records Bureau will be authorised to take photographs or videotape any minors. We ask that a parent/guardian for each child completes the consent form at the foot of this document. Photographs of members may be used for promotional purposes e.g.: local news articles / club literature  

NB: Any swimmer who is not first claim to Phoenix Swimming Club may have their training sessions restricted.

Anti-Social Behaviour
5. Anti-social behaviour by any member will not be tolerated, be it physical or verbal .The Club has an Anti-Bullying Policy (see attached) which we expect all junior swimmers (under 16) to comply with. This relates to activities on and off site when representing the Club at any swimming or Phoenix social event.
6. Any member of the Club’s poolside personnel witnessing or suspecting a swimmer of anti-social behaviour has the authority to immediately expel that swimmer from the session, or use their discretion to deal with the incident as they see fit. The incident will be recorded and subject to investigation. This may result in disciplinary action which could include further suspension or expulsion from the Club.
7. Members must remember that at any gala, they are representing the Club. Their conduct and behaviour must be such that the Club’s reputation is not brought into disrepute. This also applies to conduct at our training pools and during any Club activity on or off site. If any swimmer/member is found to have bought the Club into disrepute the same penalties as for anti-social behaviour shall apply.  

Selection
8. Swimmers are expected to enter suitable Galas and events as recommended by their Coach. These will usually be no more than one per calendar month. Parents should not enter their children into too many events, or events unsuitable for the standard of their swimmer. The Coach will offer guidelines on this.

9. Swimmers are expected to be available to represent the Club in preference to attending an open or graded gala unless otherwise agreed by the Coach.
         Selection is the sole responsibility of the Coaching staff, and their     . 

         Decision is final.    
10. When selected for a gala the swimmer/parent is to advise the Coach at the earliest opportunity if unable to attend, be it for whatever reason, including illness-as delays in notification can render other team members ineligible to swim (e.g. relays)

11. When representing the Club at team events, swimmers are required to wear the Club swimsuit and polo-shirt (available from the Club kit shop) or a plain navy blue costume. At all galas swimmers must wear the Club hat.
12. Swimmers and/or parents are responsible for keeping a record of their achieved times from open galas. These are obtainable from the lists of results displayed at the venue during the course of the gala. The official times are to be forwarded to the club ‘Statistics Database Manager’(S.D.M.) The Club’s poolside representative is responsible for collecting the official time cards at the end of the event and passing these to the S.D.M.
Parents
13. Under no circumstances must a parent or guardian attempt to discuss a swimming matter with their child’s Coach during a training session by attracting their attention from the balcony or by coming onto poolside, as this poses a serious breach of Health and Safety Guidelines. The parent/guardian will be requested to refrain from this action by any Committee member in attendance. 
14. Parents/guardians should, if they wish to speak to the Coach/Teacher arrange a meeting for a mutually agreed time, via a Committee member or with the Coach/Teacher at the conclusion of the session. Any Parent or Guardian who persistently acts in breach of this rule will be asked to leave the premises, and may in future be banned from the premises whilst they are on hire to the Club 

15. The same rule applies at galas…a Committee Member should be approached with any complaint/query and not the Coach. The Committee member will speak with the Coach at a convenient time obtaining their response, and advise the parent.

16. At NO TIME must a parent not in possession of a ‘coach pass’ enter onto poolside at any gala. 

17. Children over the age of seven are not allowed into the opposite sex changing rooms either with or without a parent/guardian.

18. Parents/Guardians are responsible for the conduct of any children in their care whilst they are not swimming. This includes non-swimming siblings who must be kept under control at all times, and are not to enter the changing rooms alone.

19. With the introduction of camera-equipped mobile phones it is the Clubs policy to: 
BAN THESE ITEMS FROM USE AT THE POOL AND CHANGING ROOMS
Any person found to be in possession of one of these items will be required to hand it over to a member of the Committee or Coaching staff, until leaving the premises.
20. Any person wishing to videotape or photograph any minor is required to register their equipment at reception, subject to authorisation for use from a Committee member. 
21. Anyone suspected of, or found to be using any of the above equipment for improper use will be subject to investigation by the Welfare Officer, and where suspected of an offence, the police will be notified.

Members over 16 years of age, and Parent/Guardian of minor - Please complete and return this tear-off slip as confirmation that you have read, and accepted the regulations of both the Club’s Code of Conduct, and of the Anti-Bullying Policy which has been discussed with, understood and signed by your child (if under 16).
Your membership will not be accepted or renewed until this confirmation is received by the Club Welfare Officer. Please note that any Member in breach of this Code of Conduct, or the ASA Code of Ethics may be subject to disciplinary action by the Club or ASA, as appropriate.
